SCHOLARSHIP QUALIFICATIONS, TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 

1. The applicant must be seeking a degree in a field dealing or relating to the study of 
marine or aquatic life, oceans, lakes, streams, forestry, environmental conservation or 
preservation. 
 
2. The applicant must have attended high school in the South Florida area, defined as 
Miami-Dade, Broward and Monroe counties.  Preference will be given first to high school 
seniors and then secondarily to students who are already attending a four (4) year institution. 
 
3. To receive the scholarship, the applicant must show proof of acceptance and/or full time 
enrolment in a four (4) year accredited college or university.   
 
4. This scholarship is only awarded for a one year period and is not perpetual.  The total 
value of the scholarship to any one applicant for the one year period is $1,000.00.  A maximum 
of five (5) scholarships will be awarded by Youth Fishing Foundation, Inc. in any given year 
conditioned upon sufficient monies being available to fund all five (5) scholarships.   
 
5. The scholarship may only be applied toward books, room and board or the costs of 
tuition.  
 
6. The recipient of the scholarship shall be selected by a committee consisting of the Youth
